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THE maintenance of the pavilion at

Stimpson’s Piece costs Reepham’s taxpay-

ers up to 20% of the town’s total annual

budget. This is not sustainable in the long

term and options are being considered

for the future of this community resource.

According to the Town Council, who

are the trustees of Stimpson’s Piece, the

current annual income from renting/hir-

ing the pavilion roughly covers the

direct operating costs, such as lighting/

power, heating, water and insurance.

What are not covered are one-off

costs for essential maintenance, which

can amount to £20,000 in any one year.

There has been heavy exp
enditure on the

building over the past two years, w
ith last

year being “excep
tional”. Moreover, the roof

and guttering may need to be repaired/re-

placed within the next 5-10 ye
ars.

Given in trust to the town in the

1980s, Stimpson’s Piece comprises a rec -

reation ground with a multi-sports pitch,

football pitches, children’s play area,

skate-park and woodlands. The pavilion

features a large hall with bar and kitchen

facilities. There are also sports facili
ties,

including changing rooms.

Constructed in the mid-1990s, the mul-

ti-purpose pavilion is currently the home

of Reepham Town Football Club and

Reepham Nursery Sc
hool, and is used by

other community groups including

Surestart, th
e baby clinic and the indoor

bowls club. It is als
o being hired for pri-

vate functions and for Zumba, Chilsong,

slimming and keep-fit class
es.

However, many users argue the outdat-

ed building is no longer fit for purpose

and lacks appropriate amenities. For ex-

ample, the Nursery School management

committee has made it clear the facilitie
s

do not meet the needs of a modern nurs-

ery, particularly with regard to Ofsted re-

quirements, and it is currently investigat-

ing a new purpose-built building (Reep-

ham Life, October 2013).

It is understood that plans are well un-

der way to create such a space, which

would most likely be situated away

from Stimpson’s Piece and logically

nearer the Primary School; this could

mean the Nursery School moving within

the next couple of years.

This would have serious financial con-

sequences as, according to the Town

Council, the Nursery School, which uses

the pavilion every weekday during term,

is the major source of user income financ-

ing the pavilion.

This would leave the Football Club as

the main tenant and user of Stimpson’s

Piece. However, its programme some-

times restricts th
e ability to hire out the

facility to other users.

The patterns of use of Stimpson’s

Piece have changed over the years and

so the original ambition of having all

sports facil
ities in the one location has

faded: the cricket club has moved to Salle,

the tennis club now has its own facilitie
s

elsewhere on Stimpson’s Piece, the

wom en’s hockey club plays home match-

es at Taverham and the bowls club seems

content at Townsend Court.

Situated away from the town centre, the

pavilion has tried to be many different

things. However, alternative uses are

made more difficult because Reepham is

awash with public and other buildings

that offer space for community activities

and are more central.

The reality of reduced income against

increasing maintenance and improvement

costs at St
impson’s Piece has become a

matter of concern to the Town Council.

It is, as 
one councillor described it, “the

elephant in the room”. No one wants to

Pavilion in the park or ‘the elephant in the room’?
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THE “new” Dial House will open its

doors on Monday 29 September with a

restaurant and retail business on the

ground floor of the former Old Brewery

House Hotel in Market Place, Reepham.

The property was acquired last year by

Iain Wilson, whose Holt-based company

also runs enterprises including Byford’s

and the King’s Head in Holt, The Pigs in

Edgefield, part of the Assembly House in

Norwich and the Sponge cakes business.

The Dial House restaurant will initial-

ly be open seven days a week from 9 am

– 5 pm and on Friday and Saturday

evenings from 5 – 8.30 pm. It will offer

“casual” dining – meals, drinks and

snacks – in two ground-floor rooms: the

Aga Room and the Garden Room, which

will also feature al fresco dining.
The restaurant will accommodate

around 50 diners inside and up to another

40 outside, depending on the weather;

private dining in the former beer cellar

will also be available, as will several seats

in the kitchen itself.A compact daily seasonal menu will be

offered alongside a bakery, afternoon tea

and a cake trolley; fried food such as

chips and fizzy soft drinks are unlikely

to feature. And the new toilets promise

to be a talking point (they certainly won’t

be “bog standard”).Meanwhile, Lambert & Tribe is the

name of the new interiors retail business

that will utilise the remaining ground floor

space of the Grade II listed building.

Open seven days a week  from 10 am

– 4 pm, Lambert & Tribe will feature an-

tiques and “objets d’art”, furniture and soft

furnishings, Aga ranges, Fired Earth tiles,

wood-burning stoves from Clearview

Stoves, and cast-iron radiators; interior de-

sign projects will also be undertaken.

Both the restaurant and retail business

are currently recruiting staff.
Ahead of the official opening, the Dial

House will open exclusively from 24-28

September for “Norfolk Passport” hold-

ers, who will be offered a 50% discount

on purchases (booking requests via

email to info@thedialhouse.org.uk). Pass-

port to Our Norfolk is a loyalty scheme

that offers discounts at a number of Nor-

folk businesses.Around 500 people attended an Open

House at the Dial House on Saturday 9

August. As well as viewing the progress

of the main building, they were shown

around some of the proposed housing de-

velopment at the rear of the property.

The latest plans envisage 17 houses

comprising both redeveloped and new-

build properties ranging from two to five

bedrooms that are scheduled to be com-

pleted by mid-2016.A show house is planned to be open

in December/January, while up to 11

“posh” bed-and-breakfast rooms could be

available on the first floor of the main
