The premises – Unit 1, Sun House,

Mar ket Place – have been empty for

sev eral months after the latest owner of

the Reepham Diner was forced to close

ow ing to ill health.

Some nearby residents and businesses

have objected to the planning

application owing to environ-

mental and traffic m
anagement

concerns, particularly cooking

odours, the possible increase

in litter an
d the lack of parking

on the busy road junction.

Others are 
concerned about

the potential appearance of the

new business, especially in

terms of commercial signage,

which they feel 
should be ap-

propriate to a conservation area.

Having discussed the appli-

cation, Reepham Chamber of

Commerce said it will not oppose the

plans, but added that it will raise these

concerns with Broadland.

At its meeting last month, Reepham

Town Council voted to object to the

planning application, after Colin Prince

on be half of nearby residents raised

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REEPHAM is one of the latest
Norfolk communities in a rural
mobile “not-spot” location to
receive 3G coverage with Voda-
fone UK’s Rural Open Sure
Signal (ROSS) programme.
The programme uses Voda-

fone’s Sure Signal technology
to bring 3G voice services and
internet access via mobile de-
vices to communities in some
of the UK’s most remote areas.
About the size of a cereal

box, the Open Sure Signal
units connect to existing broad-
band lines to create 3G cov-
erage, and are installed high
up on chimney breasts or the
eaves of buildings.In Reepham, the units have

been installed on Bank House
in Market Place, Reepham
High School in Whitwell Road
and Reepham Garage Services
on Collers Way Industrial Es-
tate.

said Dr Rob Matthews, elec-

bile access in locations where
it is not possible for networks
to provide coverage through
traditional means.Broadland MP Keith Simp-
